Schedule Mallory Park

7.30am - 8.30am - Arrival and signing on.
Upon arrival at Mallory Park please make your way to the signing on area which will be in the Lake Side Diner & Bar situated in the paddock area.

You will need to bring with you and show both parts of your full motorcycle licence and bring the indemnity form supplied in this pack to be signed on the day. Extra forms will be available in the signing on area if you forget.
Signing on will cease at 8.20am sharp so please make sure you arrive in plenty of time. 
8.30am - Rider briefing (with secondary briefing for first timers – novices.) 
No track bikes will be permitted for this group. 
You will not be allowed onto the circuit unless you attend this briefing. A sticker will be issued for your bike headlight after the signing in and a wrist band after the briefing. These will be colour coded for your group.

Late arrivals will be signed on after 9.30am and briefed afterwards – you will miss your first session if you are late.

9.00am - Track opens for advanced group (2 sighting laps)
15 - 20 min sessions for each group - Starting Advanced – Intermediate – Novice 

Advanced Group – the first 2 laps will be sighting laps

Intermediate Group - the first 2 laps will be sighting laps

Novice Group - the first 2 laps will be sighting laps

12.30am - Circuit closed 1 hour for lunch
1.30pm - Sessions will recommence.


Continue track time as before until 5 PM

5.00pm - The Circuit will close
5.30pm - The circuit paddock must be cleared by 5.30pm

Final Check List
Indemnity Forms

Please find enclosed an Indemnity form. Please fill in your name and address on the form and bring it with you to registration, where you can sign and date it. This will help speed up the process of registration. All riders must complete and sign this form before being allowed onto the circuit. 

Driving Licence

You must bring both parts of your full current (unrestricted) UK driving licence issued by the DVLA with you and present it at registration. You will not be allowed onto the circuit without one. An ACU or MSA licence will not be accepted. RESTRICTED LICENSES WILL NOT BE ACCEPTED.
Alcohol

Anybody found or perceived to be under the influence of alcohol or drugs will not be allowed onto the circuit.

If you are found consuming alcohol during the day you will be excluded from the day with no refund.

Clothing

All riders must wear at all times whilst on the circuit: ACU/MCRCB approved helmets, leathers (full piece leather suit or 2 piece leather suit that zips 180 degrees around your waist and back) leather boots and gloves and helmets must comply with BSI 6658 type A and ACU gold stamp. Titanium knee sliders and toe sliders are prohibited.

Bikes & Noise Limit

All bikes should be mechanically sound and in suitable condition to be ridden on the circuit. There is a noise limit of 105 decibels as set by the ACU and imposed by the Hinckley & Bosworth Borough Council and/or Mallory Park (Motorsport) Ltd.. For safety reasons please remove mirrors or tape them up. 

Tyres

We strongly advise you to contact your tyre manufacturer and get a recommended pressure for Trackday use. Remember set your pressures that morning when the tyre is cold! Please note that if your tyres are found to be in a dangerous condition or inappropriate for use then you will be warned and then removed from the trackday with no refund. This is for your own safety and the safety of other track users.

Incidents

If you crash your motorcycle, it may be necessary to stop the session. This causes unnecessary loss of track time to you and your colleagues, so please take care and ensure that your motorcycle is driven to the conditions and your ability and not beyond. If an incident happens in front of you or to a friend, DO NOT STOP, the marshal’s will deal with it accordingly.
Flags

Please obey the flags at all times as this is the only form of communication with you whilst on the circuit:
RED: Danger - Session is stopped, slow down immediately and proceed with caution to the pits (if there is still time in your session you may get out again).
YELLOW: Caution - Slow down, either there may be danger ahead or your speed is too fast.
RED & YELLOW: The oil flag, it normally means that there is a spill of oil on the track or the track is damp and slippery. Be cautious when you see this flag.
CHEQUERED: No you haven’t won as you are not in a race. It means the Session has ended - complete the lap and return to the pit area.
If you see any of these flags there is STRICTLY NO OVER TAKING
BLACK: The black flag means, either you have something wrong with your bike or you have done something silly. Either way pull off the circuit and ask a marshall. If you have been a naughty person and you’re black flagged twice that will be the end of the day for you.

General Rules

· Pit Lane - Please drive slowly (no riding the wrong way). 
· When joining the circuit do so carefully with a life saver.
· Brake and change gear in a straight line.
· Before each corner slow down sufficiently to a speed that enables you to accelerate progressively through the corner.
· Remember; If you crash valuable time is lost from your session.
· If you feel tired; Stop, 20 minutes is a long time on track.
· If you feel your group is too fast or too slow, speak to us, we will change your group. It is very important in the view of everyone’s safety that you ride with people of a similar standard. We constantly monitor groups so we may ask you to move if we feel that you are in the wrong group.
· If you see any dangerous riding, PLEASE LET US KNOW.
· Anybody found or perceived to be under the influence of alcohol or drugs will not be allowed onto the circuit.
· No wheelies or burnouts are allowed at anytime, on or off track. People who ignore these rules will be asked to leave.
· MAG and Mallory Park circuit reserve the right to take off the circuit, anyone who is not complying with instructions or who may be causing danger to himself/herself or to others.

Mallory Park is situated in the village of Kirkby Mallory, just off the A47, between Leicester and Hinckley.

4. I hereby declare that I am in good health and that my eyesight is up to the standard required for a road-riding test.  I am not suffering from any other medical condition or disability which might make it unsafe to drive

5. I accept that I shall be solely responsible for any decision as to my fitness to participate and as to whether to ride or discontinue to ride any vehicle at anytime whilst it is in my possession or under my control

6. I understand that the organisers and the circuit management reserve the right to remove me from the circuit/course at any time if they consider my actions to be dangerous, detrimental to other circuit users or not representing the best interests of the event

7. I understand that the organisers are not responsible for any adverse weather conditions that may affect circuit availability

8. I accept that Mallory Park or MAG are not liable for any loss of track time due to circumstances that come under the control of the circuit management and decisions they may take

9. I accept that I am not participating in a timed speed trial or competition type event

10. I confirm that I understand that whilst out on the circuit my machine control shall be courteous towards other circuit users
If any provision of these terms is held by any competent authority to be invalid or unenforceable in whole or in part the validity of the other provisions of these terms and the remainder of the provision in question shall not be affected.
